Each year Quad City Arts receives more than $50,000 from local businesses in the form of in-kind support. Hotel managers,
coordinated through the Quad Cities Lodging Association, donate hotel rooms. Car dealerships provide the use of vehicles
which the artists drive form site to site. Colleges and other organizations provide performance space for the formal concerts.
Without their generous contributions, the Visiting Artist Series could not present the scope of high-quality residencies to the
60,000 Quad Citians it serves each year.
